Famotidine

(Brand Name: Pepcid)



What is the medicine for?

· Used to prevent or treat ulcers.

· Used as an antacid to relieve heartburn.
How should I give my child this medicine?

· Follow the instructions given to you by your child’s doctor. Do not give more medicine than recommended.

· This medicine should only be given to the patient for whom it is prescribed.

· Do not stop giving your child famotidine unless told to do so by your child’s doctor.

· If giving you child a liquid medicine, shake the bottle well and carefully measure each dose with an oral syringe, dropper, or medicine spoon.

· Famotidine can be given with food, milk, or antacids.

How should this medicine be stored?

· Keep medicine in its original bottle.

· Keep all medicine out of the reach of children.

· Store in a cool, dry place away from sunlight. 

· Liquid famotidine may be stored at room temperature or refrigerated. Do not freeze.

· Throw away any unused liquid famotidine after 30 days.

What should I do if I miss a dose?

· Give the dose as soon as you remember it. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, do not give the missed dose. Do not give a double dose.

What precautions or special instructions should I know about?

· Do not give your child any other medicines, including over-the counter medicines, until you have check with your child’s doctor or pharmacist.

What are the common side effects of this medicine?

· Headache, dizziness

· Constipation or diarrhea

Stop giving your child this medicine and call your child’s doctor if:

Your child has any of these reactions:

· Muscle weakness or pain

· Drowsiness

· Confusion

· Skin rash
