What is the medicine for?

· Used to prevent or treat ulcers.

· Used to relieve heartburn (gastroesophageal reflux).
· Used to treat Zollinger-Ellison syndrome.
How should I give my child this medicine?

· Give omeprazole on a regular schedule as prescribed by your child’s doctor. This medicine should only be given to the patient for whom it is prescribed.

· Do not stop giving your child omeprazole unless told to do so by your child’s doctor.

· Do not crush or allow your child to chew the capsules.

How should this medicine be stored?

· Keep medicine in its original bottle.

· Keep all medicine out of the reach of children.

· Store in a cool, dry place away from sunlight. 

What should I do if I miss a dose?

· Give the dose as soon as you remember it. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, do not give the missed dose. Do not give a double dose.

What precautions or special instructions should I know about?

· Do not give your child any other medicines, including over-the counter medicines, until you have check with your child’s doctor or pharmacist.

What are the common side effects of this medicine?

· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or constipation

· Headache

· Dizziness

Stop giving your child this medicine and call your child’s doctor if:

Any of the common side effects become severe.

Your child has any of these reactions:

· Skin rash, itching

· Severe stomach pain
